Teaching presence is attained 
though modifying and maintaining 
instructional design, organization 
and management. A developed 
teaching presence holds all three 
aspects of the CoI Model together. 
Thus, allowing for students to 
sustain and identify with their 
online community through 
cognitive and social presence. Run 
through both sides of the flowchart 
to maintain online teaching 
presence.
